
Once the used water from 
your sink or toilet goes down 
the drain, our job begins to 
help transport it along a huge 
network of sewer pipes to one 
of over 560 treatment works, 
before it’s clean enough to 
return to local water courses.  

We have two wastewater treatment works 
in Little Budworth – Little Budworth South 
and Little Budworth North. We’re planning to 
upgrade both sites, but this information relates 
to our proposals for the south site. 

What would the improvement 
work involve?
We’re planning to build additional new 
equipment at Little Budworth South, so that 
we can treat the used water to a much higher 
standard.

Our plans for improving the site include 
building new treatment tanks, kiosks and 
supporting equipment. This would require 
purchasing some additional land to extend 
the site boundary and also making some 
temporary changes to the site access during 
the proposed construction work.
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
